Introduction: Welcome!!!!!!!!!!!!!

I am Ms.  Robin C. Packer and I will be your child’s Math teacher for the 2018-2019 school year.  I am very excited to be working with you and your child. I hope that this year will be a rewarding and productive one.

Course Description:

The grade 8 mathematics curriculum includes five strands: Number Sense, Geometry, Algebra/Functions, and Statistics and Probability.  Students become actively engaged in the development of mathematical understanding by using manipulatives and a variety of representations, working independently and cooperatively to solve problems, and conducting investigations and recording findings. Mathematical concepts and skills are explored and mastered in the context of authentic problems.  Students develop conceptual knowledge rather than merely following a sequence of procedures.  They learn to think critically, understanding that there are many different paths to a solution and sometimes more than one correct answer in applied mathematics.

It is expected that all students come prepared to work EVERYDAY.

Class Rules:

Homework:  Homework will only be given on Tuesday, Wednesday, and Thursday.  Homework will be checked at the beginning of class. Any homework handed in after this will be counted as late.

Late Work:  All work not turned when asked for is considered late.  There will be a point deduction on the assignment (15 pts. for 7th Grade and 21 pts. for 8th Grade).  Students have up to three (3) days to turn in missing assignments.  At the end of the third day a grade of zero (0) will be given.  Later in the semester I will have an amnesty day where I will allow students to turn in one (1) missing assignment, with the 20 point deduction.
Make up Work: For excused absences, students will be allowed to turn in work the day they return.  It is the students’ responsibility to find out what assignments they missed while absent. If students are out for more than one day, they will have the number of days they were absent to turn in makeup work.  For example, if a student is absent two days they will be given two school days to turn the assignment in, after that the assignment is considered late.  If your child is out for an extended period of time please feel free to contact me so we can make arrangements for missing work.
